Safety Protocol

We will be dealing with live pathogenic organisms. Hence it is of utmost importance that students adhere to the safety procedures, both for their safety and the safety of others. Violation of these procedures may lead to deciplinary action against the student(s).

1. No visitors are allowed in the lab at any time

2. Students may use the laboratory only under the supervision of the instructor or a laboratory technician.

3. No food or drink is allowed inside the laboratory

4. Laboratory jackets have to be worn at all times. These need to be washed regularly.

5. Hands need to be washed before and at the end of laboratory use

6. Gloves are to be worn when dealing with  bacteria

7. Goggles are to be worn during testing procedures

8. Flames should never be left unattended

9. Flames are to extinguished before leaving the laboratory

10. Sterilizers need to be turned off and unplugged before leaving the laboratory.

11. Chemicals and reagents need to be returned to their  places on the rack after use

12. Any spills of chemicals or reagents need to be immediately brought to the notice of the instructor or the laboratory technician, so that it can be cleaned safely

13. If any chemical gets into your eyes, need to be flushed immediately at the eye wash station and the instructor notified

14. Contaminated tubes, slides, pipettes and other material should be dropped into  containers with RED lids, marked specially for biohazard material.

15. Contaminated culture plates are to be placed in these red containers.

16. Any spill of contaminated material need to be notified immediately so that it can be cleaned and disinfected properly

17. All work places must be cleaned and disinfected thoroughly at the end of use

18. Testing procedures are to be followed to avoid any mishaps

19. The refrigerators and incubators are to be kept clean at all times to avoid cross contamination.
