Another grammar topic we will see in Chapter 1 is on conjugating verbs. We will study this before midterm but there will NOT be a section on the midterm exam that tests you directly on this topic. Even so, the following summary on verb forms could help you on other parts of the test:

You should realize that the YO (I) form of a verb usually ends in -o (Yo tengo, yo estudio, yo trabajo, yo necesito, etc. exceptions: yo soy, yo estoy). You should also realize that the TÚ (informal you) form of a verb usually ends in –as or -es (Tú tienes, tú eres, tú estudias, tú estás, tú trabajas, etc.) The USTED (formal you) form of the verb is usually the TÚ form, minus the final –s (Usted tiene, usted estudia, usted está, usted trabaja, etc. exception: usted es). The ÉL (he) and ELLA (she) forms of a verb are always the same as the USTED form of the verb.
